teering as a MCC registration assistant. New Frontiers has a cadre of volunteers
that routinely help with fall and spring student registration. Shiela and | volun-
teered at Red Mountain campus in January for a couple of two hour shifts. New
Frontiers member Diana Pearce was our trainer and boss. Our first shift was from
5pm to 7pm on Monday and our second was from 8am to 10am on Tuesday. Most
of our work consisted of giving students directions to the various Red Mountain
campus buildings. Example: Where is PI05? (Answer: Palo Verde Building room

students since it is not in the central Red Mountain building complex. We also pro-
vided direction to the student placement testing desk, parking permit desk, financial aid desk, cashier counter, book-
store and advisor computer stations.
